
LOCAL WALKS

1.Head out the drawbridge of the castle and
start making your way down the driveway

2.Once you reach the lodge at the bottom of the
drive, cross over Stone House Lane and follow
the public footpath up to Peckforton Road

3.Turn left onto Peckforton Road, then right onto
Horsley Lane. Take the public footpath to the
right off Horsley Lane and follow to Tattenhall
Lane.

4.After crossing over Tattenhall Lane you will
come to the base of Beeston Hill on Chapel
Lane where you can admire the views of
Beeston Castle

5.Return back down Chapel Lane, to join the
public footpath, crossing over Tattenhall Lane
again and rejoin Horsley Lane, turning right
onto the lane.

6.Follow the lane and at the signposted junction
shortly after the vehicle gateway, turn left. 

7.Follow the path uphill and you will soon come
to the base of the Witches Staircase, at the top
follow the marked footpath.

8.Eventually you will merge onto Peckforton
Castle driveway, to return back to the castle
make a left and make your way uphill.

Beeston & Peckforton Castles Circular



1.Head out the drawbridge of the castle and
start making your way down the driveway

2.Once you reach the lodge at the bottom of
the drive, take a right on Stone House Lane

3.Continue down Stone House Lane and take
a right up Hill Lane before the Peckforton
Hall Lane junction.

4.Follow Hill Lane, merging onto Rock Lane.
Eventually, you will come to a crossroads
with the Pheasant in Pub on your right

5.Turn left down Barracks Lane before
merging onto Sarra Lane.

6.Take a left off Sarra Lane onto the public
footpath through the fields until you meet
the Sandstone Trail

7.Continue down Sandstone Trail, head
straight over Coppermine Lane footpath
that trails across Bulkeley Hill

8.When you arrive at a stone house at the
end of Coppermine Lane, head through the
metal gate to the left of the house.

9.Continue down Sandstone Trail until you
return back to Hill Lane, take a right and
follow the directions first took back to the
castle down Stone House Lane.
